Scotland’s leading charity partnership, The Bighearted Scotland Charitable Trust, has donated grants totalling £20,000 to a group of five charities supporting a diverse range of causes.

Each of the charities will receive £4,000 to help them continue in their work, over what has been an extremely challenging year, in the areas of epilepsy, special needs, exclusion, disability, cancer, mental health problems and animal protection.

Erskine, Penumbra, Epilepsy Scotland, One Kind and Spina Bifida Hydrocephalus Scotland will all benefit from monies raised through payroll giving and the dedicated fundraising of Bighearted supporters. 

Deborah Roe, SBH Scotland’s Director of Fundraising said: “We are so grateful to everyone donating to Bighearted Scotland. In the last 12 months SBH Scotland saw half of our annual income disappear yet our family support team was in higher demand than ever before. This donation will go a long way in helping us maintain vital support to children, young people and adults affected by the complex, rare disabilities of spina bifida and/or hydrocephalus across Scotland. Thank you.”

Penumbra said: “Bighearted Scotland’s donation will help Penumbra provide 
pre-emptive support to stop people reaching a point of crisis and ensure that adults and young people experiencing mental ill health receive support when they need it. We are extremely grateful”.
Whilst Epilepsy Scotland said: “We are hugely grateful for this donation. In a recent survey, 80% of people with epilepsy said COVID-19 has impacted their mental health and wellbeing, with 44% noting an increase in seizure activity. This means access to specialist epilepsy support and information is needed now more than ever and with this donation we can continue to provide this through our national freephone helpline and information service. We know epilepsy is more than seizures and we are here for anyone who needs us”.

On behalf of the animal kingdom Bob Elliot of OneKind said: “OneKind would like to say a big thank you to everyone that has given, particularly at this challenging time.   The funds really help our work campaigning for Farmed, Companion and Wild animals in Scotland”. 

Veterans’ charity Erskine said: “We need to raise over £10 million pounds every year to continue delivering the high standards of care, for which we are renowned, to the ex-Service community.
